Each of the 6 panels of hour travel brochure is worth points.  The 4 panels with more information are worth 20 points each, the title page and map/web source pages are worth 10 points each.
You earn points for following the directions provided in the brochure model.  You must find and write about the information asked for in the model.  Space is limited, so you must pick the most important, most interesting facts about each attraction and write in concise (short), clear, exciting sentences.  You MUST use your own words although you may paraphrase (changes the works you read online to words that mean the same thing).  BEWARE: Mrs. Ratcliffe has great radar for plagiarism! 

It is very important that you write about the things that are interesting to you with attention-grabbing language, because you have to “SELL” your destination to other Americans!  You will earn more points for persuading your readers that yours is an incredibly beautiful, historically important, culturally fascinating and artistically rich destination for travelers in Japan!
