Thomas’s use of humor is evident in his treatment of the Prothero fire: “There was no fire to be seen, only clouds of smoke and Mr. Prothero standing in the middle of the, waving his slipper as though he were conducting.” 

Remember quotes cannot stand alone!

 Avoiding Run-ons

· Watch for run-ons that can occur from incorrect blending (e.g., Thomas presents a collage of memories for his readers, “One Christmas was so much like another, in those years…”

The COMMA causes the RUN-ON - - a semi-colon or a colon could be substituted for the comma

· Never refer to the quote itself – (e.g., This quote says….)
